Milo{ Despot born in a Serb village in the Region of Srem, next to Belgrade, and annexed by the pro-Nazi puppet Independent State of Croatia helped the partisans not because he was a communist but "because I hated the enemy, the Germans and the Usta{as".  In September of 1942 the entire population of his village Jemena (age from 17 to 70) which was supporting the partisans was deported to concentration camps. He was 18 when he arrived in Jasenovac where he first stayed in the most dreadful part of it, Jasenovac 3 C. 





From his interview which lasted more than two hours we emphasize the following: 





Milo{  worked a long time in the river transport group headed by  Minc, a Jew, for whom Milo{ had only eulogies. This is noteworthy as one more denial of allegation that Jews in the Internal Administration grabbed and abused  power. Minc did not survive Jasenovac. Milo{ quoted his last words on 21 April 1945 before he was killed together with all Workgroup and Workshop Chiefs (Grupnici) at the time  when the Usta{as tried to kill the inmates to the last before Tito's army reaches the camp. The next day the remaining inmates stormed the gate but few survived this desperate attack. 





Secondly, Milo{ witnessed the slaughtered of more than 100 Serb girls on one of  the barges on which he worked. One day in the Autumn of 1944 the barge was boarded by a unit of about 50-60 Usta{as in black uniforms and knifes fastened at their boots, all slightly drunk, and by over 100 young Serbian women which worked on the camp farm in the village Mlaka.  They  were told that they will be transported to the main Jasenovac  camp. The small convoy consisting of a tugboat and the barge departed and was soon ordered to steer to the bank.  Milo{ and two of his mates after fastening the barge were instructed to get to  the tugboat which was about 60 meters from the barge. Several girls on the barge  sensed that they will be slain and jumped into the river. The rest was ordered to take off their clothes.  The girls started screaming,  Usta{as stormed among them  and holding them by their  hair cut their throats and threw the corpses  into the river. 





Five inmates have seen the slaughter, two Jews who worked on the tugboat, and three Serbs who worked on the barge. Only Milo{ and the Jew Eduard [ajer are alive. Milo{ said that the killing of the girls who worked on the farm in Mlaka demonstrates that Jasenovac was not established as a working camp but a deathcamp. After these girls were slain  others were sent to the farm, then a following group.....





"Jasenovac was an unheard of deathcamp, no similar in the whole world existed.  The Germans liquidated the inmates in a modern way, while in Jasenovac the killing was most cruel - by mallets,  hammers and knifes, the least by bullets"- Milo{ declared.           
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
