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In this interview, Vladislav Leonovič, local resident of the Daugavpils region, talks briefly about his life during World War II.

He gives his name, date of birth [not clear] and his place of birth as a small farm (khutor) in the Daugavpils region in Latvia; says that there were seven people in their family; mentions that he went to Russian schools in Ostra [Ostrov/Island?] and Višķi; notes that there were many Jews in Višķi and they had their own school; relates how once after the start of the war, he and his mother went to Višķi and, on their way, saw a round-up of Višķi Jews; describes Aizsargi convoying Jews – they were young local residents who carried rifles and did not wear any special uniforms; discusses hearing machine gun fire later on in Gorka, not far from Višķi; talks about going to Gorka later and seeing fresh graves; reports that remaining Jews were sent to Daugavpils at night; mentions another group of Jews, from Marchet, being led on the road next to a khutor one night.

He talks more about graves at Gorka; mentions that after the war a small monument was erected there.
