In this interview, Ilinca Mosor talks about her and her family’s deportation to Transnistria (near the Bug River), about the living conditions there and about her return to Romania.

She talks about her deportation to Transnistria in freight trains; talks about how the Romanians wanted to shoot the Roma; discusses the places in which she lived together with her family, the poor living conditions and the the lack of food; mentions the death of her brother because of the famine; talks about how many people died and how they were thrown into pits afterwards.

She comments on how many people died because of the famine and typhus; mentions the death of her brother again; discusses the transportation of the dead to the Bug River; says that due to the lack of food entire families died; discusses her father working for some Russian people and their receiving food in return for their work; mentions the “silversmiths” (Roma), who were stealing and transporting the dead; discusses the families with which she left Romania and how only two of them made it back to the country.
